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Several months ago some mem-
bers of Holy Faith expressed an 
interest in supporting refugee re-
settlement in the Ann Arbor area. 
Lutheran Social Services (now Sa-

maritas) has been a leader in refugee resettlement for decades. Some of you might have belonged 
to a congregation that settled refugees for Vietnam and Laos several decades ago. The process of 

resettlement is slow and stressful for refugees whose lives have been completely disrupted. The average wait for refu-
gees to settle in the U.S. is at least two years for the vetting process. As you may recall, some members of Congress 
wanted to make the process even tougher. 
 

The South Carolina legislature is currently considering legislation which would force social service agencies and houses 
of worship to register any refugees they help resettle and hold them liable in civil court for any crimes those refugees 
might commit! That attempt is certainly interesting because we have allowed Cubans to enter the U.S. for decades with-
out being vetted for past criminal conduct. The proposed legislation smacks of anti-Muslim bigotry and the bill could set a 
dangerous precedent. The legislation not only endangers those seeking a new life in our country but also jeopardizes the 
promise of religious freedom that is central to our core values.  
 

It is ironic that South Carolina is considering this legislation. In 1669 S. Carolina became a pioneer in providing sanctuary 
to refugees fleeing religious persecution by protecting the rights of "Jews, heathens, and other dissenters from the purity 
of Christian religion." This document, co-authored by John Locke, was revolutionary. It helped form the philosophical 
bedrock that laid the foundation for the Declaration of Independence, the Bill of Rights and the American tradition of 
serving as a refuge for the persecuted (Hetfield and Moline ). 
 

It always disappoints me when I observe elected officials peddle bigotry and fear when it comes to refugees and immi-
grants. In the tradition of immigration to America these new arrivals become artists, doctors, engineers, entrepreneurs 
and, yes, soldiers. Even more, they are children of God, entitled to equal opportunity and respect. Legislation as pro-
posed in South Carolina suggests that those politicians value religious freedom only when it serves their political agenda. 
 

Members of Holy Faith have attended several meetings with ecumenical partners at Zion Lutheran in Ann Arbor to plan 
for the possibility of hosting refugees in our area. They meet with staff of Samaritas to prepare for the process of resettle-
ment. Sharing this venture with other faith communities will enable smaller parishes to participate in a venture they would 
not otherwise have the resources to accomplish. 
 

The Holy Faith Leadership Team recently gave its blessing to our participation in the effort to resettle refugees. My 
thanks to those who have attended the planning meetings. Hopefully, faith communities in our area will be able to be a 
part of the effort to create new lives for people whose lives have been ripped apart by senseless warfare.

50 Years of Blessings 
In the fall of 1965, Rev. B. Douglas Niemi, canvassed the 
area to find interest in forming a Lutheran church.  This 
proved positive and soon worship and Sunday School 
started to meet at Jensen School.  On May 8, 1966 over 
60 adults signed the charter to form Faith Lutheran Church 
under the auspices of the ULCA.  Rev. Herbert Reed was 
the first called pastor (1966-70).   
 

Holy Cross Episcopal Church had started services a few 
years earlier and invited Faith Lutheran to explore joint 
ministry on their current property.  Graciously accepting, 
the Lutherans built a unit adjoining the Holy Cross church 
building.  Both congregations worshipped in separate tra-
ditions, sharing Sunday School and youth programs; occa-
sionally inviting each other to share worship.   
 

In 1985, Holy Cross added a larger worship space adjoin-
ing the current units.  In 2005 worship was merged into 
one service, using material from both Episcopal and Lu-
theran traditions.  The name was changed to Holy Faith.  
Members are on the rolls of both ELCA and the Episcopal 
church, donating benevolences to both denominations. 
 

As a federated church, we join joyfully in a strong mission, 
serving and proclaiming Jesus Christ to all our neighbors 
for many years ahead, and thanking Him for the past 50 
years of grace.

Memorial Plaques 
 

These plaques, engraved with names and dates of de-
ceased church members, are maintained by Art Witbart.  
When someone in the church dies, Art takes a blank brass 
plaque off and has it engraved with the name and date of 
death. 
 

There are three plaques: 

¶ Rightðfrom Holy Cross Episcopalðand, interestingly, it 
was decided to only record names and not the date of 
death. 

¶ Middleðfrom Faith Lutheran  

¶ Leftðwhat is in use today for Holy Faith Church. 
 

Aumbry 
Given by Margaret Coakley in 1994 in memory of her husband, J.D.  The aumbry was made 
by Neil Savage.  An aumbry is a cupboard or secure receptacle in the side wall of the sanc-
tuary or sacristy.  Aumbries traditionally have been used to keep sacred vessels, books, reli-
quaries and oils for anointing.  Aumbries may also be used for the reservation of the Blessed 
Sacrament. 
 
Sanctuary Light atop the Aumbry 
Given by Father Charles Witke in memory of his mother who died in 1987.  Father Witke 
served as Barbara Cavinôs assistant from 1992-93.  The Rev. Barbara Cavin was vicar of 
Holy Cross Episcopal from 1988-2001.  Father Witke is currently serving at St. Andrewôs 
Episcopal Church in Ann Arbor as Priest Associate.  A sanctuary light is a lamp or candle 
which burns near the reserved sacrament when the reservation is near the altar. 

Holy Faith Church has Three Processional Crosses 
 

The one we use most often (left) has a plaque on the back that says ñIn 
Thanksgiving for the Ministry of C. Townsend Clarkò.  C. Townsend Clark, 
known as ñTownieò died on May 2, 1983 at age 83  He was interred in the 
memorial garden, but removed to Highland Cemetery in Ypsilanti on 
9/11/2004, possibly when his wife Marie died. 
 

The cross on the right is bent and lives in the back of corner of the sacristy.   
No one knows where it came from.  The back is engraved ñIn memory of 
Mr. John Meisner by Rev. & Mrs. D. W. Orthò.  There is no record of these 
names in Holy Faith, so it is thought it was donated from another congrega-
tion when the church was first getting off the ground. 
 

The one in the middle is also a mystery.  It has a very small cross atop a 
very long pole.  The pole can be unscrewed in the middle to make it shorter.  
There are no markings on it or any record of where it came from, so it is 
also thought to have been donated when we were in need. 

The first name recorded is Edward Politz.  He was a charter member of Faith Lutheran and a council member.  He was 
born in Johnston, PA on 12/11/1914; baptized and confirmed at St. Paulôs Lutheran Church in Johnstown.  He lived at 
330 Mills Rd in Saline which is near the old Saline Hospital.  He transferred his membership from Trinity in Ann Arbor.  
He was 52 when he died on 3/26/1967 and is buried at Woodmere Cemetery in Detroit. 
 

The most recent name is Barbara Wyckoff, who died on 1/28/2016.
